He helped 
our community through various service projects 
at school and got involved when he saw a 
need. Christian collected food for the food bank, 
cleaned up our beaches, and gathered blankets 
for our precious seniors at Bayview. Christian 
would have been a senior in the JROTC program 
at Nease this school year.   
 

On July 6th Christian was on his way home from 
his summer job and was hit by a car.  His life 
ended that day but the lessons Christian taught 
all of us sets a new standard for how to love and 
treat the people and the world around us.
